F.U.D.G.E Theater Company is noted for its edgy shows like BATBOY and BARE.   They are experts at championing new playwrights and unearthing the  hidden gems of the theatrical world.  This November, they decided to go old school with a new version of a popular favorite, A MIDSUMMER NIGHT’S DREAM, which recently played at the Arsenal Center for the Arts in Watertown.  

Under the innovative direction of Joe DeMita, Puck was split into two mischievous fairies instead of one and he also gave the Athenians shadow doubles to mimic the action on stage.  A fluid forest of gauzy muslin hung seductively, which multi-tasked as blankets, trees, and even drapes when the scene changed to the royal nuptials.  In particular, the two mortal women, Helena (Alexandra Harrington) and Hermia (AnneMarie Alvarez), kept the audience laughing at their delightful physical comedy.  It was a new twist on the familiar and it worked.
